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Lesson plan formats may be very structured or extremely flexible, but all have a fairly predictable set of components that help take the lesson from start to finish.

The first component I chose is the very first component a teacher uses in starting the lesson. The “Anticipatory Set” brings the student’s interest to the new subject.  Technology could easily be integrated into this component by using a computer projector to show the subject of interest on the computer. For example, if the subject is on animals, a computer would be able to access the exact animals of interest and even sounds the animals make. A tiger’s ROAR would catch student’s attention fast at the start of the lesson!

The second component chosen is “Input.”  The input is simply, everything the students are supposed to learn in the given lesson. With this, the teacher goes more in depth of the subject and teaches it to the students. For input, a DVD or movie from the web could be shown about the animal subjects and also a power point presentation would work out well to outline and go over the specific animals of choice for the lesson.

Lastly, the third component I will give an example of is, “Checking for Understanding.” This is just making sure student’s are following and understanding what the input was all about. Teacher’s can check on this by monitoring student’s work as they are working on their computers, by asking questions of the students, or by having students go over the subject on the computer with their classmates.
